Meases, Yeaman, Friend, was born 12, 20, 1683, in the Parish
of Donnahleng, County of Down, in the Province ef Ulster, Jneland.

1712, by cexemaeny of
Fiends, at Newark Meeting, Margaret Ray (“spinster” ), whe
came from the same ceunty in Jneland as the Halan’s, and was a
in that meeting was weceived by Newark Meeting 1,7,1713.

On the 9% day of Octabier, 1745, he
cbtained a patent for 8§55 acres of land en the upper fork of
Conewago Cueelk, in Menallen Twp., Lancaster (now in ) Udams
Ce., and on the 21°t day of July, 1747, he and his wife conveyed 250
actes of it te his son-in-law John Blackburn.”

Maoses Fadan died in Menallen Twp. between 10,10, 1747
(the date of the making his will), and 3, 27, 1749, at which time the
Same was filed for probating. Margaret, the wife, died seme years
subisequent to his death, and both were probabily buried in Friends’
Burying Grounds, at Menallen Meeting FHouse, now in Udams Ce.,

but before 1753. She had at least four childien whase identity can

The will of Moses Fadan of Menallen Jewnship, in
Lancaster County, dated 10, 10, 1747, and proven March 29, 1749,
says in part:

“My body to be decently buried by this my Deare and well
beloved wife, and my sen (sen-in-law ) Johin Blackbuin, whem J
arder and appeint my Executors.... Te my grandson Jacob Cox,
200 acres of my real estate an the Nouth side of Conewaga Cueek, fe
paying 5 Us ta each of his sistens now in being, and if e dies with
cut issue, the lands to go te the nest male heir of his mather Mary
Cox; and male feins failing, then te his sisters.

“Ja (my) grandsons, Thomas and Moses Blackbun, 100 acres an
