MILITIA 1777-1790 

When,Montgomery Courity was organized"William Preston 
was appointed to serve as the county lieutenant, and William , 
Ingles to serve as colonel with Jame$Rohertson,Gent., lieu~ 
tenant cqlonel,andWalter Crockett , major. Among the first' 
captains mentlonedare James McCorkle, Joseph Cloyd, John 
Draper,Jeremiah Pearce,W'illiam Buchanan, Robert Buchanan, 
Enoch Osbourne, John Cox, Jehu Stephens,Andrew (Andy) Thomp­
son, DanielTrigg,John Taylor, Michael Woods,Thoma,s Burk, 
and Thomas Ingles. J'amesMontgomery replaced William Buchanan, 
who was in Kentucky service. 

In 1778, Henry Francis replaced Andy Thompson who was 
about to remove,:. out of the state. Other captains mentioned 
dur1ngtheyearwere John Lucas who replaced Burk, JalDesMoore 
on waters of the Bluestone" John Henderson who,became captain 
in part of Captain Trigg' sCompany, Captain James Maxwell, 
William Doak who became captain with William Ward his first 

,lieutenant, John Hays, second lieutenant, ,and John King, ensign.

, In 1779, William Love became 'captain, with James Crawford 
first lieutenant ,FrancisKincannon second lieutenant, and Jar­
vis Smith as ensign. Richardson Owen became captain with Ben­
jamin Johnson his lieutenant. Henry Patton, waS recommended as 
captain to replace Joseph Cloyd, who replaced Walter Crockett" 
who ,in turn became lieutenant colonel in place ,of James Robert­
son who had resigned. JamesByrn replaced GaptainJohn Taylor, 

,removed,and Henson Gardiner became captain in that part of 

Captain Gloyd's Company ,that lies on Walkers Creek and down 

the New River, with Richard Estis first lieutenant. ,Thomas, 

Inglis (Ingles )was recommended as captain,andFlour (Flower) 


',' Swift was recommended for the same with Matthew Lindsay to 
serve as constable. 

In 1780, Captain John Cox informed the court that he 1n­
'tended to trayel toanotherstate,and the court was induced 

to certify that he "is a man of good character, a friend to. 

American Liberty".and ,in·every respect entitled to the respect 


'andcou'ntenance of all honest men.'f The same year James Newell 
was recommended as captain to replace Henry Francis who had been 
killed in battle. 
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In17S1,AbramTrigg, Frederick Edwards, and Samuel Ew.ing 

were apPointed captains, with Ewing to replace Peirce (Pearce)

who was. about to leave the county.· The territory.o£Montgomery

County became large enough at this time to· warrant a di.vision 

of the county into two battalions~numbeI'ed first and .second, 

and sometimes known as nthe Upper and Lower Battalions." 


In 17$1, Major Cloyd became lieutenant colonel of the first 
battalion with Daniel Trigg as major. Jehu (sometimes erroneously
called John) Stephens became colonel in the second battalion, 
with John Taylor as major. Several new captains were apPointed
in the same year : John Montgomery replacedJeremiah Pierce,. re­
movedJAndrew Hatfield recommended to replace John Lucas, removed, 
and William Ward recommended t.o replace William Doak, resigned.
James Finley became captain to replace Jehu Stephens, who was' 
promoted, ... and. John Hays became .. captain. for the head of North· 
Fork of Holston in part of Captain InglesComp~ny. 

In 17$2, Stephen Saunders took~heoatb as captain of the 
militia, . and Jehu Stephens took the oath as .lieutenant colonel. 
Robert Moffett was recommended as captain, Charles Morgan was 
sworn as captain and James McDonald recommended as captain in 
the lower partofCapta1nCoxesCompany ~ . Colonel William Ingles
reSigned his position in the. militia.because.of poor health, and 
was replaced by Joseph Cloyd.. Daniel Trigg became major. when 
Cloyd was promoted, and Abraham Trigg replaced his brother Daniel 
as major.. John Ward.. was recommended as captain in place of 

. William Ward , who had res1gned. James Montgomery was sworn in 
as captain. Thomas Burk was reconunendedas'captain to replace
Andrew Hatfield who had resigned. Benjam11'lBaileywas rec'ommended 
as captain in place of Captain Bobbet who had. resigned. John. 
Hays was sworn in as captain, and Israel Lorton was recommended 
as captain in place of Abram Trigg, promoted. Thomas Burkwas 
recommended a second time to replace Andrew Hatfield who had re­
signed~ 

.. .• On June 15,17S2theGovernor of Virginia requested a .. 
meeting of the field officers of the Montgomery County militia 
with the officers from Washington County, Uto c~ncert and settle 
some proper Plan for the defence of both Counties~.n The meeting 
was held at Fort Chiswell,at the Montg 0Dlery Courthouse on July
2. Those present were William Preston,Walter Crockett, Joseph

Cloyd, Daniel Trigg, Jo.hnTaylor, and Abraham Trigg for Mont­

gomeryCounty, and Arthur Campbell, William Edmondson, Aaron 

LeWiS, .andJamesDysart for Washington County. Alsoinattend­

ancewasthe District Comlilissioner Major Patrick Lockhart. 
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It was the unanimous opill1onof th.'officers that 200 

.en be perm1ttedtobe "drawn. out!'by the Governor for the 

defense oftha frontier, and to be .ent to the tollowingdis­

tricts: On.,New Ril-erill the neighborhood of CaptaillPearia,

30 Jaen;SugarRun, 20; Captain Moorehead of Bluestone,.25; 

head of Clinch 25. InWashiDgton County there was to Ue 20 

Blen at Richlands, )0 men at Ca.tle Woods, 20 men at Ry. Cove, 

and 30 men in Powells Valley. , The dis,tance frOm Captain Pearis's 
to Sugar Run was 101l1i1es, to, Captain Moorehead's )0Illi1es, 
to Captain 'Maxwell's at head of the Clinch, 16,iniles1lfhich
waa:nearesttheWashlngton line. -To RiChlands was 24. miles, 

to Castl,Woods 30 to Rye COTe 25, and to Po~ell's Valley

26 miles, in all 1&4. lIliles. The ofricers also, agreed that 

the two counties would provide the number of men ordered,
without, calling on any of the neighboring counties for assist ­
ance unless there was an emergency, or "on the approach-of a " 
large body of the Enemy." 

One of the greatest problems the officers had was providing
for the men while on duty. The officers recommended to Major
Lockhart that he purchase 200 bushels of corn in Montgomery

. County, at plac'es convenient to where the militia wason du~y, 
at three shillings a bushel (being the current price). They 
were convinced that" this would bea saving due to the trans­
portation of grain, frOID Botetourt 'County where some grain v.s on 
hand. In addition County Commissioners and Cammisaariesof 
Spec1£ics were to assist with the delivery of prOVisions for 
·thetroopsofeach county. They had in addition warrants to 
impress whatever else was necessary. ' ' 

There liIIas'an objection to that part of the Governor's 
i.nstructions ordering the direction of the militia of both ' 

counties; while· on duty, under that of the County Lieutenant 

of MontgoDlery~County who lived "upwards of 180 ..ile8 from 

Powel11 IS Valley,and not less than 90 miles frOll the Richland 


, District, in Washington, which. renders it impossible "and use­
less for him ·tohaTe the.e men under his direction, for .hich 
reason he declines that part of theCoaaand~"Theofficer. 
present then reco...nded that the troops in each county be 
under thesuperviaion of t.hecolllDanding office~s of their 
own counties, believing that "the Defence of the frontier will 
'in all probability be better .conducted." 

Because of the usual manner tha Indians attacked the 
settlements, the officers lelt that it was necessary to have 
the proper number of scouts for each district to discover 
their approaches. For iDtmediate "fety of the inhabitants 
the officers directed that two be_ployed in each district,.

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In 1787, anew cOInpanywas formed out of Mairs and Patton's 
companies, and Danielaowewasr~conunended to serve as the new 
captain~ He took the' oath as captain the. following .year •. James 
Anderson wasa'lso recommended as captain. In 1788, Francis Pres­
ton took the oath as captain of the Light Infantry, and in :1.?89 
Jesse Evanswas'againrecommendedas captain. 

Inl790,ChristianSnidowwasrecommended as captain, Daniel 
Trigg r~conunendedas countylieutenant.in placeoC Walter Crockett 
who had resigned. Abram Trigg was recommended as'a proper person. 
to serveas.lieutenantcolonelinplace of Daniel Trigg, promoted. 
Bird Smith took oath as captain in .the t12ndTroop of Militia Cav­
aIry. n. George Peariswas recommendedt() serve as major, .. in room 
of Henry Patton, promoted. Christian Snidow :wasaga.in recom.'tlended 
to serve as captain in plaqe of.Thomas Burk, resigned, and Henry 
Farley was recorrunended to serve as captain in place of George 

·Pearis,promoted. . 

Many of the lists of the companies which follow are not 

dated. However, using the dates of 'oath or offiCe, dates of 

reconnnendation,resignationor promotion of the officers, an 

approximate date can be affixed to each one. 


It must also.bepointedo\,lt that spelling of names and 

rank varied greatly from ,writer to writer •. The spelling in 

this text is the one found in the original copy, and all ab:­

breviations.remainas such. The notes at the end ·ofeach list 

give additional. information found in the original for which . 

-there. was .noroomina columnar. arrangement;.·.. A tew notes were. 

added by thec.ompiler. It.w8sthe custom for each male in the 

captain'sneighborho.od, age eighteen to fiftyt.to be a member 

of the militia. This didnotnecessar11yimp y thattheindi~ 

v.idual·· performedniilitary .service ....during·the . Revolutionary.' War. 

In fact,. the dates which must. be affixed to some of the lists 


. are in a period after the War was over'!' . However, most of the 
lists8re filed in a book titled Revolutionary War Service 
although three lists came fromothe,r. sources. Doack'.s list, 

. and that of Flower Swift camef'rom the Wisconsin Historical 
Society,Preston'Papersof the Draper Collection, 5 QQ67 

. and 5QQ 70. One of Osburn's lists came from the Campbell ­
Preston Papers in the Library of Congress.
