to develop a very general set of

The guidelines can be ad-
justed as experience dictates.

And our projects and ongoing
activities do require some mon-
ey. We continue to request peo-
ple on our addresses list to as-
sist by contributing at least our
minimum membership dues of
$15 per year.

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DNA Project Report

By Margie Romine

We currently have 90 yDNA
testers that match the Bran-
dywine Cox line in our yDNA
project at Family Tree DNA.
Twenty-three of these testers
have results at the Y700 level,
also known as BigY. Two addi-
tional BigY tests are currently
being processed.

This newer yDNA test allows us
to identify approximately when
the common ancestor of these
testers was born and which an-
cestral lines they belong to. The

outcome of this test is the identi-
fication of single nucleotide mu-
tations (SNPs) in the yDNA of
testers. These mutations, which
arise on average every 80 years,
are inherited by each of their
male descendants. When a new
yDNA mutation is identified and
found in at least two males it is
assigned a name and added to
the tree of mankind. These as-
signed names are collectively
known as haplotypes.

In the figure to the left are listed
the haplotypes that were found
with the BigY test in the Bran-
dywine Cox line along with the
corresponding approximate
dates they are likely to have
arisen in. As you can see at the
bottom of the figure, the only
haplotype identified by the older
yDNA tests (Y12-Y111) taken by
Brandywine Cox descendants is
R-M269 which first appeared in
a man living in the Stone Age.

We have learned that all of our
BigY testers have the haplotype
(mutation) R-FT256131 which 1s
predicted to have arisen in a
man born around 1700 A.D.
(C.E. = Current Era). Our group
of BigY testers include descend-
ants of John Cox/Mary Garret-
son, Richard Cox/Elizabeth
Scarlett, William Cox/Catherine
Kinkey, and Isaac Cox/Elizabeth
Fincher. We hypothesize that
these ancestors are siblings.

A subset of these BigY testers
have an additional mutation
named R-FT257429. This group
includes all tested descendants
of Solomon Cox (h/o Naomi Hus-
sey) as well as his brother Sam-

uel (h/o Hannah Wierman). We

hypothesize that this mutation

arose in John Cox (h/o Mary

Garretson) and that he is their
father. Researchers in the Bran-
dywine group are reviewing the
historical records and other
written documents to establish
whether there is support for this
hypothesis rather than the cur-
rent view of their father being
John Cox (h/o Hannah Jenkins
and Mary Harlan).

By testing men with more recent
common ancestors, we have
been successful in identifying an
additional haplotype that arose
in Thomas Isaac Cox, son of Sol-
omon Cox/Naomi Hussey (see
above). In the line of Absalom
Cox, Sr., results of three testers
revealed two additional haplo-

types. R-FTD10422 is shared by
all three testers so arose in one
of two possible common ances-
tors. BigY testers that descend
from a brother of Daniel Cox
would allow us to determine
whether R-FTD10422 arose in
Absalom or his son Daniel. Like-
wise, a tester that descends from
a brother of Marcus would tell
us which ancestor R-FTD9170
arose in (Joseph or Marcus).

While we have testers in the
lines of Solomon’s children Solo-
mon Jr, Christopher, and Ste-
phen, we have not yet been able
to identify unique haplotypes
belonging to these lines, because
we either do not have a second
tester in the line and/or we need
a tester with a more recent com-

mon ancestor to the current test-
ers.

Our most exciting new result
comes from a descendent of Wil-
liam Cox (h/o Martha Cantrell).
This tester has R-FT257429
which is unique to descendants of
Solomon Cox/Naomi Hussey and
Samuel Cox/Hannah Wierman. I
wrote about this line in the
spring/summer newsletter 2022
(vol 18, issue 1), suggesting that
William might be an unrecognized
son of Solomon Cox (h/o Naomi
Hussey) or his son Solomon Cox.
This analysis was based on study-
ing autosomal DNA matches
among male and female testers in
our Gedmatch Quaker Cox Ances-
try Project. Many of the living de-

from only one tester known to
descend from Solomon Jr’s line
so cannot establish whether a
mutation arose in his yDNA. We
are waiting for results from an-
other tester in Solomon Jr’s line,
but this tester descends Solomon
Jr’s son Joseph Cox like the oth-
er tester in this line so if a new
haplotype is found we will not
establish whether it
belongs to Solomon
Jr or his son Jo-
seph. A tester that
descends from an-
other son of Solo-
mon Jr is needed to
answer this ques-
tion. If a mutation
is found to have
arisen in Solomon
Jr we can rule out
the possibility that
William Cox (h/o
Martha Cantrell) descends from
Solomon Jr since our tester from
William’s line does not share an

additional mutation with the
current tester that descends
from Solomon.

We have far fewer testers in the
lines of Rich-
ard, William,
and Thomas
Cox (see right).
Only a single
new haplotype
was found and
arose in a
grandchild of
William
Cox/Catherine
Kinkey. Results
from testers
that descend
from Thomas Cox clearly show
how mutations do not arise in
every generation. The experts in
the field of yDNA testing highly

recommend testing close rela-
tives (a parent, son, uncle) of
each tester to ensure that a new
haplotype is revealed.

I expect that the next sale on
yDNA tests will be in November
and hope to find more testers
willing to take the BigY test. We
do have some funds to cover part
or all of a few BigY tests so
please contact me if you are in-
terested. My top priority is to
find additional testers that will
help us identify new haplotypes
for lines descending from the
children of Solomon Cox/Naomi
for which we have no new haplo-
type (Solomon, Christopher, Ste-
phen). However, I am open to
other requests as well.

Also don’t forget that Tony Cox
and I are always looking for ad-
ditional Cox descendants to join
our Quaker Cox Ancestry Pro-
ject at Gedmatch.com. We use
this project to research recent
lines in the Brandywine family.
This project is open to all males
and females that are direct de-
scendants of the Brandywine
line (male or female) and have
taken an autosomal DNA test
offered through companies such

as Ancestry, FamilyTreeDNA,
MyHeritage, and 23andMe. Up-
loading your test results to the
site is free as is usage of a sever-
al tools for examining your
matches. We currently have 277
kits in the project. It is heavily
biased towards descendants of
Solomon Cox/Naomi Hussey but
we are working to expand the
number of kits from other lines
in the family as well. Feel free to

We solicit family history narra-
tives and stories for inclusion in
the newsletter and for posting
on our website.

His commit-
tee will review for privacy con-
cerns before sending such items
to the webmaster and/or news-
letter editor. Family stories as
such do not have to be docu-
mented, although as much docu-
mentation as possible is desired.
But if a story is passed down in
your family, whether document-
ed or not, it is a part of our ex-
tended family narrative, and we
want it. Usually there is some
degree of truth in family stories
or tales.

Numerous family members have
collected family history papers
over the years, and some have
extensive collections. We would

like to know about these collec-
tions. And if you don’t have a
family member who is interested
in preserving your collection, we
can help. Brandywine has ar-
chival agreements with two out-
standing institutions, the Center
for American History at the Uni-
versity of Texas at Austin and
the Southwest Collection at Tex-
as Tech University in Lubbock.
We have made archival dona-
tions to both institutions. The
family history papers will be
kept under the Brandywine
name and the name of the indi-
vidual donor. They will be avail-
able to the public. In some cases,
if the collection is extensive, it
may be eligible for an income
tax credit. The Southwest Col-
lection at Texas Tech will also
accept artifacts. You may choose
the institution to which you
which to donate.

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Uncovering a Family Story

Bobby Cox of Sacramento, CA,
shared a point of family interest
from his travels this October.

Tragedy Springs, Amador Coun-

ty, CA, was named in 1848 by
members of the Mormon Battal-
ion trekking to Utah. The group
found a shallow gravesite hold-
ing the bodies of three of their
own scouts, who had been bru-
tally murdered. One scout was
Henderson Cox (born 1829, Illi-
nois). Henderson was the son of
Jesus Cox, the grandson of Sa-

rah Z. Cox, and the great grand-

son of Samuel G. Cox, Jr.

The story behind the killings is
unknown. Accounts noted that
the original shallow grave was
scattered with arrows, suggest-
ing that the confrontation had
involved Native Americans.
However, there is speculation
that the arrows were planted to
lay blame, while the killings
were actually perpetrated by
whites who disliked Mormons.
